A Dream Come True NG

t was 2009, at her outreach office in the Catholic Multicultural Center that Janice Beers

first met Elena. The Cuban citizen left the island in 2002. Immigration law dictates that

any Cuban who touches American soil is “automatically paroled into the U.S.” One year
after Elena's arrival, she applied for and received her lawful permanent residence (green card).

For seven years, Elena worked hard at a restaurant cleaning, setting, and clearing tables.
Then, at the age of fifty, her arthritis had progressed to the point where it severely limited
her mobility and she was no longer able to work. Unemployment forced Elena to live with
her son, a part time student and worker. They were barely getting by, relying on food from
local pantries and free meals at the Catholic Multicultural Center.

Life in this country has been very difficult for Elena. She has been severely depressed and
suicidal. But, thankfully, there were skilled, caring professionals to help her. Pancho
Oyarbide, a bilingual psychotherapist at the Mental Health Center of Dane County has
been crucial in providing culturally sensitive treatment for Elena. Jacqueline Sacramento at
Centro Hispano assisted her in applying for subsidized housing. A staff member of the
Multicultural Center introduced her to Janice, the JSS Director of Immigrant and Refugee
Services.

Elena's dream has been to become an American citizen. However, a significant learning
disability has made it impossible for her to pass the citizenship exam in English, nor could she
afford the $675 filing fee. Working closely with Elena’s physician, who completed a Medical
Certification for Disability Exception, Janice won the right for Elena to take the exam in
Spanish. Janice also completed the paperwork for a fee waiver, which was granted, as well.

A few weeks ago, Elena traveled to Milwaukee and was sworn in as a naturalized citizen.
It is gratifying when you can help fulfill a dream.

Fulfilling the Mitzvah of Tzedakah

ach JSS donor is unique. They cover

the life span from the very young to

the very old. Some are able to make
large gifts. Others give less, but an amount
that is significant in terms of their financial
circumstances. All are of equal importance.
Most gifts are from individuals or couples,
businesses and foundations. However, a few
are from special groups.

In this issue of Connections, we recognize
two groups of young donors. The first are
the children who attend Temple Beth El
Religious School. During the year, they
make regular contributions to their Keren
Ami Tzedakah Fund. At the end of the
school year, the students consider various
non-profit organizations and make a
collective decision about how the pooled
money will be allocated.

The explanation is
particularly meaningful. This
was a designated gift to the
Julia Lakritz Immigration
Services Endowment Fund
which was established, in
perpetuity, by Lowell Lakritz,
in memory of his late wife.
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Two of Lowell and Julie’s grandchildren
are members of these classes at Chadash.
Their mother, Amy, came to the school
and described how the gift would be

utilized to provide services to low
income immigrants and refugees
from around the world, as
they resettle in Madison.

All of these young people
have learned that the word
“tzedakah” comes from the
Hebrew root for “righteousness.”
Charitable giving is meant as
a requirement of all Jews.

We thank the students of
Temple Beth El and the
students of Chadash-Canton
Hebrew Academy for their
generosity, as they perform
this mitzvah.
