Welcome to Susy Cranley

(Susy Cranley is the part-time bilingual assistant to Janice Beers, S
Director of Immigrant and Refugee Services)

grew up a first generation Latina in the small town of Dundee, Illinois. My father
was a Cuban doctor and my mom, a Mexican nurse, who met in Mexico City and
came to Chicago when my dad was a medical resident.

Although Dundee was a typical all-American town, it also happened to have a
small population of migrant Mexican workers. Recently, I've thought a lot about those
migrant workers and wonder how they managed in such a
small, English-speaking town. Luckily, my father decided
to live in Dundee and was able to help them with their
medical needs; but I'm not sure what social services
were available to immigrants in the 1970’s. I imag-
ine navigating through everyday life must not have
been easy.

After college, I worked in Chicago for IBM
and then Accenture, which was called Andersen
Consulting back then. I was an Engagement

Specialist, which meant I worked on computer
y o systems projects at the client site. For six years
Oy I traveled to project sites around the country and
worked on financial reporting policy and procedures
and general administration for the “engagement” (project).
Those years were filled with 12 plus hour work days and a lot
of learning about the professional business world. At the same time, those years were
filled with a lot of personal fun times, as ones’ twenties tend to be.

In 1992, I married Paul Cranley, who I met in college five years earlier through his
sister, my college roommate. We had never lived in the same state after his senior
year, the year I met him, and at times we lived in different countries. After he moved
to Chicago, where I was living in 1991, it did not take long to see that we belonged
together, so we got married the following year.

In 1997, Paul graduated from law school and we welcomed our daughter, Sofia.
By 2001, two more children, Emma and Paul had joined our family and I decided to
stay home with them. During those years I always kept myself very busy at home
and with volunteer work. But once the kids were settled into the middle school
routine, the time came to get back into the {paid} work force.

In starting my second career, I was motivated by a desire to become involved in
social service work that would not only be personally rewarding, but would help
make a difference in people’s lives. In particular, I hoped to become involved in
Madison’s growing and often underserved Spanish speaking community. I have no
doubt that this ambition came partly out of my upbringing in Dundee, seeing my
father provide medical care to a Mexican community that sometimes could only
“pay” for his services by providing some service of their own in return.

I have appreciated and enjoyed the opportunity to work and learn from Janice
about the ]SS Immigrant and Refugee Program. I am continually impressed and
humbled by the personal stories of struggles and hard work for a chance at a better
life in the United States. I'm proud to work for JSS because this program provides a
service that directly improves the lives of New Americans by helping them become
secure workers and citizens of the greater Madison community.

iz and Russ Whitesel are not the kind of people to draw
attention to themselves. They just do the right thing, year
in and year out.

Over the years the couple has taken action as a team, but
they also do their own thing. Four times a year, when Temple
Beth El and its “buddy congregation,” Blessed Sacrament,
welcome homeless guests for a week through The Road Home,
the Whitesels never fail to sign up for at least one shift when
they are in town. They became so committed to helping those
struggling to establish a permanent home that they applied to
become mentors to a single mom and her two children entering
The Road Home’s next stage, the Second Chance Apartment
Program. Over the next two years, whatever the challenges
faced by their mentee, Liz and Russ stayed by her side, offering
practical advise and moral support. She and her children are still in
permanent housing and Liz and Russ stay in touch.

For years, Liz, a recently retired speech therapist for the Madison
Metropolitan School District’s Early Childhood Program, provided
sign language interpretation on High Holy Days and for eight
years, in Sunday School so that children with hearing impair-

ments were able to participate in all of the Temple activities. Liz
was President of the Temple Beth El Sisterhood and also served as
Co-Chair of the Mitzvah Day event for a number of years.

Russ, an attorney who recently retired from the Wisconsin
Legislative Council, provides volunteer legal counseling through a
UW Law School program serving low income individuals who are
in jeopardy of losing their homes to foreclosure. Russ also served
as President of the Temple Beth El Men’s Club.

When they receive their annual ]SS Friends solicitation, Liz and
Russ are among the first to respond. They also support the agency
through tribute gifts honoring and memorializing people they care
about. The Whitesels are not wealthy philanthropists. They simply
make tzdakah a priority in their budget, providing consistent support
to organizations and causes in which they believe.

Russ and Liz have entered a new phase of their lives. Now that
they are retired, they have even more time to pursue their passions
— living a healthy lifestyle, tending to family and friends, and pursu-
ing social justice. As they await the arrival of their first grandchild,
we thank them for their continued generosity.
